The Mayor of Lincoln in cooperation with the Lincoln Arts Council, will formally honor contributions and achievements in the arts at the 2008 Mayor’s Arts Awards.  You are invited to nominate a project, organization or person for recognition.   A panel of arts professionals will select the honorees.

Arts Organization:  Recognizes an arts group that has made significant contributions to Lincoln’s arts community over a period of years.
Artistic Achievement Award - Visual Arts: Recognizes excellence and accomplishment in any of the visual arts.
Artistic Achievement Award - Youth:  Recognizes excellence and accomplishment in any arts discipline by a young person age 18 or younger.
Artistic Achievement Award - Performing Arts:  Recognizes excellence and accomplishment in any of the performing arts.
Gladys Lux Education Award: Recognizes special initiatives or dedication to arts education.
Heart of the Arts Award: Recognizes an individual or organization for outstanding volunteer dedication to the arts or for making a major overall impact on the arts in Lincoln.
The Outstanding Event Award will now be presented every other year.  It will rotate with the Cultural Celebration Award, which recognizes artistic work that has fostered an appreciation of a specific culture or cultures through the arts. (The award judges will decide which award is presented this year.)

Halcyon Allsman Benefactor of the Arts Award:  Honors an individual, family, organization or business making significant financial contributions to the arts.
Oliva Family “Arts for Kids” Award:  Honors an individual from outside of the arts professions whose leadership has enhanced arts activities and experiences for children.
Literary Heritage Award: (honoree selected by Nebraska Literary Heritage

Association): Recognizes a writer or someone who promotes excellence in writing and literature in Nebraska.

Larry Enersen Award: (honoree selected by the Urban Design Committee): Recognizes outstanding urban design in Lincoln.
Mayor’s Choice Award: (honoree selected by Mayor)
