The show is held in front of a very progressive, upscale shopping plaza. It is surrounded by popular restaurants and provides a very successful venue for fine art in Lincoln. Several food vendors and live entertainment, including small-stage acoustic music and artist demonstrations, help to draw in passersby and create a genuine festival-feel.

A BOLD MARKETING APPROACH

Through a fun, creative marketing campaign, we encourage Lincoln Arts Festival attendees to BUY ART. This includes a strong focus on recruiting Patron Sponsors who commit to a purchase prior to the event. Our message is designed to get noticed and is heavily promoted via advertising and publicity in broadcast and print media.

Over $2000 total in awards will be given in a variety of categories including increasingly popular Patron Sponsor Purchase awards.
THE FINER DETAILS

Exhibits
The festival is held outdoors on pavement. Booth sites are a minimum of 10ft x 10ft level sites. Exhibitors must provide their own shelters up to 10ft x 10ft and all necessary display equipment including adequate weights for Nebraska conditions (minimum of 40 lbs per corner). Shelters must be white or off-white. Artist parking is provided nearby.

Acceptable Works

All work must be original designs created by the artist. Signed, limited edition reproductions will be allowed; however, they must occupy less than one third of the display area and the process used in production must be clearly identified. All jewelry must be juried in as jewelry. No items may be displayed which are deemed “inappropriate” or which do not meet the common definition of “handcrafted” or “artwork” as interpreted by the Artist Chairperson.

Media Categories
Painting, Sculpture, Jewelry, Clay, Drawing, Mixed-media, Glass, Photography, Fiber, Wood, Metal, Printmaking
Artist Attendance
The artist must be present for the duration of the show.

Security
While the Lincoln Arts Festival will provide security on the premises during the show and through the night, artists exhibit at their own risk. Neither the show committee nor the SouthPointe establishment is responsible for theft, loss or damage to the person or property of the artist or their representative. Artists may not have pets in booths or park R.V.s overnight on the premises.

Application Process
Visit zapplication.org today for all the information you need to apply for the festival. If you need assistance with applying on zapplication.org, check out the image preparation section of the zapplication site. There are many resources and great information to get you started on your application. 
If you are unable to apply on zapplication.org, you may submit digital images or slides to the Lincoln Arts Council office. For an additional processing fee of $10 we will digitally process your slides and set up a profile for you on the zapplication website. You will need to contact Trisha at the Lincoln Arts Council office prior to the deadline if you plan to use this method (402-434-2787). The Lincoln Arts Council CANNOT be held responsible for the outcome of your digitally processed images. If you would like to have control over the digital processing of your images, there are professionals recommended on the zapplication site that can assist you with that process.

If you plan to send your images to the Lincoln Arts Council please use the following guidelines. 

Please submit three digital images of your work and one of your booth display. Digital images must be a minimum of 300dpi and be saved as RGB jpeg files. Image size should be 1200X800 and approx 400 Kb, submitted on a CD. High resolution images are preferred. CD will not be returned. Images must be of good quality and represent your current work. Please make every effort to make sure your images represent your work as it will be offered in the show. We reserve the right to ask you to remove any category or medium that was not submitted. If in doubt, it is best to submit a separate application. Instead of submitting digital images you may submit slides in a plastic sleeve with your name clearly marked at the top of each slide. Please include a self addressed stamped envelope, for return of slides. 

IF YOU CHOOSE TO SEND SLIDES OR DIGITAL IMAGES TO THE LINCOLN ARTS COUNCIL, you must include the separate checks for the registration fee of $30 and the booth fee of $160. Also include your paper application and a self addressed stamped envelope for return of your slides. ALL PAPER APPLICATIONS MUST BE POSTMARKED NO LATER THAN MAY 5.  

Selection Process

Selection will begin on MAY 5th. Suitable work will be placed in appropriate categories so as to provide variety within each medium and overall balance to the show. Acceptance notices will be mailed by MAY 25th. Artist who applied on zapplication will be required to make their booth payments after they are notified about acceptance. For those artists who applied with paper applications, booth fees will be deposited after notification for those accepted and returned for those who have not been selected.  

There will be a $20 charge for all NSF checks. Acceptance by the selection committee will mean that you are committed to participate unless the committee is notified in writing prior to June 29th. No refunds will be made after June 29th.
