	Art Outline for

Stories of Home Pottery Amphora Vase

	Art Problem Description:

Students will determine a story from their life and tell it through colored slip and incising on an Amphora style coil vase. While working with storyteller, Pippa White, students will develop skills at understanding and telling stories from life. Focus will be placed upon where stories come from and how to transfer story into art.  Students will learn technical skill of coil building pottery. Students will examine the Stories of Home exhibit and interpret others stories told through art.



	Essential Outcome(s) Addressed:

What is a story?  What is home?

How do we learn stories?  Where do stories come from?  How do we tell stories?

How do you tell a story visually?  What choices do artists make?

Interpreting others art and stories.

Learn and use coil method to create a 12-inch vase form.



	Lincoln Public Schools Core Abilities Addressed:

1 – Students will develop ideas for telling a personal story and design a coil pot with colored slip story by using the creative process.

2 – Students will examine how the Greek Amphora vase was used in history for storytelling.

2 – Students will examine the coil method and colored slip application of the Martinez family and Native American culture.

3 – Students will interpret stories from the Stories of Home exhibit and other student’s pottery.

3 – Students will communicate a personal story on their pottery vase by using colored slip.

4 – Students will examine the use of form, colored slip, and line, shape, texture incising to decorate pottery.

5 – Students will learn coil method and techniques.

6 – Students will interact with professional storyteller, Pippa White.

6 – Students will reflect on how Maria Martinez used her skills to better her community by watching a video and examining their own skills and life plans. 

7 – Students will examine and reflect on their own and others pottery and determine intended meaning and the success of each art piece.

	Sequence of Skill Building Activities:

1. Introduce and develop meaning of story and home.

2. Attend exhibit and write reactions to sculptures in the Stories of Home exhibit. Focus on storytelling through art. What story is told? How did the artist communicate the story?

3. Teach Greek Amphora Vase and culture.

4. Pippa White visit:  Listen to stories. What is story? How do you tell story? Where do stories come from?  Use narrative story telling.

5. Students document story ideas.

6. Plan and begin coil pot.

7. Teach coil method and techniques: extruder, layering, smoothing, shaping, stiffen clay.

8. Pippa White visit: listen to stories, elements of a story, organizing a story, use senses to tell a story.

9. Consider visual components of story ideas. What visual elements could be used to create story on pottery?

10. Students continue to see Stories of Home exhibit daily in the school. References to works made in class.  Sketch story ideas to place on vase.

11. Teach foot, belly, lip, handle(s): components of a good form and balance.

12. Teach color slip application and incising. Continue coil pot. Add colored slip as pot is completed.

13. View Maria Martinez video and discuss making contributions to your community by using your skills.

14. Focus colored slip technique into the story telling on pottery vase. How can colored slip be used?

15. Interpret each other’s pottery story while in the process.  Share work and reflect on success with story and coil form methods.

16. Pippa White visit:  listen to stories, interpreting others stories, what to look for, making connections with others stories.

17. Finish pottery.

18. Write story and display final pottery.  Evaluate.


	Assessment

	Formative:

What stories are students considering?  Are there visual components to the stories?  What are they?

What improvements must be made in coil methods?  Are proper techniques being used?

Are student’s stories developing for the pottery?  What elements are students using?

Is form developing in student pottery?  Formally look and discuss with students.

How are others interpreting your story through the colored slip decoration?  Is it working?

Summative:

Students write their story and display coil pottery. Others read and interpret the work giving feedback.

Students/teacher judge the final work giving feedback.
